PROXY:- If you like to appoint a proxy to represent you in the Meeting please make the appropriate arrangement.  Extract from the Memorandum and Articles of Association:-

Votes of Members:-

24.          Save as herein expressly provided, no member other then a member duly registered, who shall have paid every sum (if any) which shall be due and payable to the Foundation in respect of his membership, shall be entitled to vote on any question either personally or by proxy, at any general meeting. Votes may be given on a poll either personally or by proxy. On a show of hands a member present only by proxy shall have no vote. A proxy need not be a member, but must have been previously approved by the Executive Committee if not a member.

25.        The instrument appointing a proxy and the power of attorney or other authority (if any) under which it is signed or notarially certified or office copy thereof shall be deposited at the office not less then forty-eight hours before the time appointed for holding the meeting or adjourned meeting at which the person named in the instrument proposes to vote, or in the case of a poll not less than twenty-four hours before the time appointed for the taking of the poll, and in default the instrument of  proxy shall not be treated as valid. No instrument appointing a proxy shall be valid after the expiration of twelve months from the date of its execution.

26.       A vote given in accordance with the terms of an instrument of proxy shall be valid notwithstanding the previous death or insanity of the principal or revocation of the proxy or of the authority under which the proxy was executed, provided that no intimation in writing of the death, insanity or revocation as aforesaid shall have been received at the office before the commencement of the meeting or adjourned meeting at which the proxy is used.

27.       Any instrument appointing a proxy shall be in the following form or as near hereto as circumstances will admit:

Proposed changes in our constitution

Draft amendment to present constitution

  Articles of Association of Mahavir Foundation Limited

1 .Board of Trustees and Trustees :  Please delete both items in the Articles that relate to Board of Trustees & Trustees. The “Board of Trustees” is to be replaced by “Board of Advisors” – the Board of Advisors shall advise the Executive Committee from time to time and carry out the functions as set out in the new Clause 48 below.
The current BOARD OF TRUSTEES Clause 48 is to be replaced by:

48
Board of Advisors 

1. The Board of Advisors shall comprise minimum of three and maximum of six Advisors

2. Advisors shall be appointed by the Executive committee from qualified Life Members. Such appointments will be endorsed by members at the first AGM following their appointments. Any Jain person of good standing qualify to be an Advisor of the Foundation provided further conditions set out in clauses 48.6 and 48.7 are met.

3. When a vacant Advisor’s position arises or is due to arise, all Executive Committee members will be given 4 weeks notice to submit nominations for Advisors’ appointment.

4.  Each Advisor shall be elected to serve a maximum term of five years.

5. Upon completion of the five year term each Advisor shall be eligible for re-election for a further five year term. 

6. Advisors shall only be eligible to serve for two consecutive five years terms

7. An individual shall not be eligible to be Advisor:

a) unless he or she is a Life Member of good standing and has been such a Life member for at least two years:

b) if he or she is an employee of the Foundation

c) if he or she receives financial assistance from the Foundation.

d) if he or she is disqualified from acting as an Advisor under the provisions of  48.6 and 48.7   

8. An advisor shall cease to be a member of the Board of Advisors if:

e) he or she resigns by written notice to the Board of Advisors and the Executive Committee

f) he or she fails to attend at least five consecutive meetings of the Board of Advisors

g) he or she ceases to be member of the Foundation

h) at a General Meeting of  the Foundation a resolution is passed resolving that the office of the Advisor in question be terminated. Such a resolution shall not be passed unless the Advisor has been given at least twenty eight clear days’ notice in writing that the resolution is to be proposed at such a meeting, specifying the circumstances alleged to justify the termination of his or her office, and has been afforded a reasonable opportunity of being heard by or of making written representations to the members of the Foundation

i) at a meeting of the Board of Advisors all the other Advisors shall be prejudicial to the best interests of the Foundation and resolve that such Advisor be suspended for a maximum of one hundred and twenty days pending the outcome of a removal resolution  under Clause 48.7(d)
j) he or she becomes incapable by reason of mental disorder, illness or injury of  managing and administering his or her own affairs

k) he or she has been convicted of any criminal offence

l) he or she has been adjudged bankrupt and has been discharged  

9. The Board of Advisors:

m) shall provide written advice to the Executive Committee as and when such advice is sought or requested by the Executive Committee

n) may, of its own volition, proffer written advice to the Executive Committee in relation to any matter which it may consider to be of fundamental importance to the Foundation

o) shall be responsible for reviewing the Grievance and Disciplinary Procedures from time to time and making recommendations to the Executive Committee

p) shall be responsible for implementing the Grievance and Disciplinary Procedures in accordance with the Constitution and the Regulations

q) shall receive and review appeals from applicants whose application for annual and Life Membership of the Foundation has been rejected. After reviewing the appeal the Board of Advisors shall proffer written advice, in relation to the appeal, to the Executive Committee, which will then take the final decision in respect of the application for membership

r) shall meet at such times as it deems necessary but at least once every year. Two members of the Board of Advisors at any time shall constitute a quorum

s) shall appoint its own chairperson who shall have a casting vote

t) shall appoint a Secretary from among the Advisors to keep minutes of all meetings. Minutes of each meeting shall be forwarded to the Executive Committee immediately after approval of the same by the Board.

10. Two Advisors may and the secretary of Board at the request of the chairperson shall call a meeting of the Board. Notice of every meeting of the Board stating the general particulars of the business to be considered at such meeting shall be sent by post, facsimile or electronic media to each Advisor at least seven clear days before such meeting.

11. A special or emergency meeting of the Board may be called by the secretary to the Board on notification by two Advisors or the chairpersons of the Board. At least two clear days’ notice must be given of such meeting to all Advisors specifying the reasons for the meeting and the business to be transacted.

12. If at any time the number of Advisors falls below two,ss the Executive Committee will appoint additional Advisors to fill the vacancies.
